DAY 4 « Honfleur « Optional Cliffs of
Etretat tour « French language lesson

Set off for a walking tour of Honfleur.
Situated on a Seine estuary opposite Le
Havre, the town was once one of the most
important ports in France. It was from
here that many voyages of discovery were
launched, including the journey of native
son Samuel de Champlain—who would go
on to found Port Royal in Nova Scotia and
the settlement of Quebec in Canada.

This afternoon, you may choose to join

a half-day optional excursion to the
beautiful cliffs on the Normandy coast at
Etretat. First, you’ll discover the White
Bird Monument and then descend the
cliffs to explore the sandy beaches. The
ship remains in port tonight, where you
can learn a few essential French phrases
during an Exclusive Discovery Series lan-
guage lesson.
